e Room temperature : < 60°C

e Backside: This component heats up during operation (up to 60°C). Make
sure that the support of the device is not a heat-sensitive material.

Make sure that the distances are observed, as failure to observe the distances can result in
serious injury and material damage (fig. 7.2).
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3.2 DIRECT MOUNTING ON THE TOP OF THE HUMIDIFIER
The BlowerPack can be fitted directly to the following ElectroVap humidifiers (fig. 8.1):

- ELMC 5 to 15 equipped with a small cylinder with @40 outlet (silent model recommended)
- ELMC 5 to 15 equipped with asmall cylinder with @25 outlet (standard model, requires the use
of an optional @40/ @25 reduction)

- ELMC 20 to 30

- RTH-LC 3 to 15 equipped with a tank with @25 outlet (standard model, requires the use of an
optional @40/ @25 reduction)

- RTH-LC 20 to 30
- RTH-HC 5 to 30 (requires optional @60/ @40 reducer)

For both mounting methods, the minimum distances indicated must be observed (fig. 7.2).
The steam connection between the cabinet and the device is made directly with a @40 mm steam

hose fixed with 2 clamps.
In the case of RTH-HC humidifiers, a #60/40 mm adapter must be used.

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3.3 REMOTE MOUNTING

The BlowerPack cabinet can be offset from the humidifier (fig. 9.1), it is imperative to maintain the
installation distances indicated (fig. 9.1 and 9.2).

In the case of certain applications, you will have one steam outlet for 2 fan units (fig. 9.2), it is
imperative to respect a slope of the steam pipe of 15° minimum and to balance the lengths of the
steam pipes, that is to say: X1 (3 m max) = X2 (3 m max).

A Support the steam hose before inserting it into the BlowerPack cabinet.

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4. COMMISSIONING

4.1 PROCEDURE FOR ENTERING YOURACCESSCODE FOR ELMC
HUMIDIFIERS

For RTH humidifiers: simply connect the BlowerPack cable to terminals 3 & 4 of the DIN rail (fig.
10.2)

It is imperative that the function of terminals 3 & 4 on your humidifier is properly configured.
by activating the function "TERMINAL 3-4 (230V) ROOM VENTIL." in menu 152.

Once in the menu, use the arrows to access the desired sub-menu and select the following
parameter: "TERMINALS 3-4 (230V) ROOM VENTIL.", your BlowerPack is ready for use.

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5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 DISASSEMBLY & CLEANING

f Before each season: make sure that all ventilation grilles and condensate hose are not clogged

If necessary, the BlowerPack can be opened to gain access to individual components. To do
this, proceed as follows:

e Switch off the BlowerPack and steam humidifier and disconnect them from the power grid.
e Unscrew the 2 screws on each side of the outer casing and remove it.

e Clean up any accumulated dust with a brush if necessary.
e Replace the cover and screw in the 2 screws located on each side of the unit.

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6. TROUBLESHOOTING

Few operational problems should occur with the BlowerPack.
The assembly is simple and strong, specially designed to ensure optimum operation for many
years.

However, some problems may occur if the installation is not done properly:

1. Drops of water are projected out of the device :

a. For the BlowerPack 30, ensure that the condensate hose and compression elbow
fitting have not been accidentally clogged during installation.
Check that the silicone hose is not pinched or clogged (fig. 10.1).

b. Make sure that the unit is installed on a flat and stable place.

c. Make sure that the steam chamber connection has been properly made and that the
clamps are tight. Whenever possible, choose a cylinder with a @40mm steam outlet.

2. BlowerPack does not trigger when the humidifier is started:

a. The BlowerPack may not be connected correctly. Check that the blower pack is
connected to terminals 3 and 4 on the DIN rail of the electrical part of the humidifier
(see Chapter 4 - Commissioning).

b. Check that the humidifier is correctly set up and that the function "TERMINAL 3-4
(230V) ROOM VENTILATION" in menu 152 is activated (this is normally activated by
default).

3. Drops form on the sides of the air duct:

This is normal. On contact with air and metal, the steam condenses and creates drops.
These will follow the sides of the duct and fall back into the steam chamber without
causing any problems.

4, Steam visible at 2 meters from the BlowerPack

This is normal. When the steam from the nozzle mixes with the colder air, it condenses
into microscopic droplets that are carried along in the air stream, producing a visible mist.
Very quickly, these droplets are absorbed by the air and the visible steam disappears.
